WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has received official communication via letters dated February 12,

2020, and June 9, 2021, confirming that these claims have been accepted for negotiation under the federal Specific
Claims Policy;

WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has secured preliminary negotiation funding from Canada in the
amount of $14,683 per claim;

WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has tasked the Executive Office with the responsibility of
assembling and managing a Negotiation Team for preliminary negotiations;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
The Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government Negotiation Team shall be constituted to conduct the negotiations, consisting
of:
