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WHEREAS: the Mi’gmaq have Aboriginal Rights and Title in and over Gespe’gewa’gi and have a special relation traditionally,
spiritually, and culturally with its lands, islands, air, waters, and natural resources;

WHEREAS: the Mi'gmaq of Gespe’gewa’gi entered into a nation-to-nation Treaty relationship with the Crown based on peace,
friendship, and reciprocity that confirms our rights, including our rights to self-government and the right to trade;

WHEREAS: the Mi’gmaq communities of Listuguj, Gesgapegiag, and Gespeg have concluded a political protocol by which
they agreed to collaborate in addressing issues of common concern while simultaneously emphasizing each community’s right
to autonomy and self-government;

WHEREAS: the Mi’gmaq communities of Listuguj, Gesgapegiag, and Gespeg and the Governments of Canada and Québec
have entered into the Interim Tripartite Agreement on Mi’gmaq Consultation and Accommodation, pursuant to which the
Mi'gmawei Mawio'mi Secretariat generally conducts consultations on behalf of the three signatory Mi’gmaq communities, but
which enables a community to elect to be consulted directly regarding a given matter;

WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has elected to be consulted directly regarding all fisheries-related matters
pursuant to the process set out in the Rights Reconciliation Agreement on Fisheries between Listuguj and Canada;

WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has elected to be consulted directly regarding all forestry-elated matters

pursuant to the process set out in the Togonujo’tmeg Agreement on Forest Management and Operations between Listuguj and
Québec;

WHEREAS: the Listuguj Mi'gmaq Government has given notice that it has elected to be consulted directly regarding Hydro-
Québec’s proposed reinforcement of transmission system in the Appalaches-Bas-Saint-Laurent Axis;

WHEREAS: the Secretariat Affaires Autochtones has provided a contribution agreement through the Aboriginal Investment
Fund to provide for the Mi’'gmawei Mawio’mi Secretariat Consultation and Accommodation Unit to continue to facilitate
consultations as identified by the provincial government of Québec and/or other industry for matters other than those for
which the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has elected to conduct consultations directly;

WHEREAS: the Chiefs of the Mi’gmawei Mawio’mi have signed the Joint Proclamation of the Gespe’gewa’gigewei
Sagamawuti on the Duty to Consult and Accommodate;
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Therefore be it resolved that:

1. The Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government hereby provides direction to the Mi’gmawei Mawio’mi Secretariat to facilitate the
consultation process for matters other than those for which the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government has elected to conduct
consultations directly with their community members and its leadership considering it is part of Gespe’gewa’gi and the
larger Mi’gmaq Nation; consultation will be undertaken under the context of Nation perspective

2. The Mi’gmawei Mawio'mi Secretariat will continue to manage the consultation and accommodation agreement and that a
resolution from the council is required annually

3. The Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government hereby authorize the Executive Director of the Mi’gmawei Mawio'mi Secretariat, to
sign all contribution agreements and documents with the Secretariat aux Affaires Autochtones necessary for the
administrative matters of the Mi'gmawei Mawio’'mi Secretariat Consultation and Accommodation Unit

4. The Mi'gmawei Mawio’mi Secretariat will report to the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government regarding active consultations on
an ongoing basis and no consultation will be concluded or accommodation agreed to without the Listuguj Mi’gmaq
Government’s approval

5. That the Mi'gmawei Mawio’mi Secretariat will administer the contribution agreement under its administrative and
financial policies and will report to the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government through an annual general assembly on the use of
funds and what process the files tock

6. The Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government will be provided all consultation reports to ratify through the process agreed upon
between the Mi’gmawei Mawio’'mi Secretariat and the Listuguj Mi’gmaq Government.
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
