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WHEREAS: On October 16, 2018, Chief and Council passed the Listuguj Cannabis Law in a duly
convened meeting of the Council.

WHEREAS: The Listuguj Cannabis Law mandated the Listuguj Cannabis Control Office (LCCO) the
exclusive role and responsibility to regulate cannabis in Listuguj.

WHEREAS: On August 31, 2022, Chief and Council motioned to have a moratorium implemented on the
Listuguj Cannabis Regulation development for a period of 6 months to allow: Listuguj Cannabis Store
owners time to develop a Listuguj Cannabis Store Owners Association, with a mission of collaboratively
developing input into the Listuguj Cannabis Regulations from a perspective that involves health, safety, and
economic impact for Listuguj. The period of 6 months will also allow Listuguj Cannabis Control Office to
develop and present a clear terms of reference and establish a transparent and democratic process for
implementation of any approved Listuguj Cannabis Regulations.

WHEREAS: Council wishes to limit at this time, the licensing of cannabis retail establishments in Listuguj.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

The Council hereby institutes a moratorium on the granting of cannabis retail establishment licences.
